Ordinance 13-02, An Ordinance Accepting a Bid for Painting the 

Interior of the Water Tank. Tecorp, Inc. of Joliet, Illinois, with a bid of 

$243,100, was selected as the lowest responsible bidder.   

 

The tank being painted is located near the frontage road along I55. Trustee 

Mau asked if there were any local bidders. Director McCord said, “No.” 

Trustee Mau inquired about the lowest bid from Bill’s Painting from Des 

Plaines, Il. Director McCord said that bid, while the lowest, was not 

determined to be responsible by Greene and Bradford. Further, Director 

McCord said the job will take 90 days, it should be finished by June 1, and 

the product is good for 40 years. Trustee Schatteman asked if there will be 

any disruption of water service. Director McCord said, “No.”
