Brotherhood of Electrical Workers Local Number51; seconded by 

Trustee Holden. Ordinance 14-05 approves a five year contract. Salary 

increases are 2.8% the first two years followed by 3% the last three years.

Subsection (C) says Building, Electrical, 

Plumbing and Life Safety Inspectors shall be Agents of the Village and as 

such are entitled to all the immunities of agents which are defined as 

“employees” in the Local Governmental and Governmental Employees Tort 

Immunity Act. 14-06 passed by roll call vote 6 yes, 0 no, 0 absent as 

follows: Clayton, yes; Kimsey, yes; Boyle, yes; Holden, yes; Formea, yes; 

Schatteman, yes.
